Temporary traffic changes

The regular 80 kilometres an hour speed limit will
return during the winter slow down period. Speed
restrictions of 40 kilometres an hour will only apply
when work is taking place during the above hours
and will be under traffic control.

Please follow the direction of traffic controllers,
follow traffic signs and stick to reduced speed
limits.
